5.  To qualify for the Junior category of Membership, applicants must have been at least 11years of age and not more than 16 
     years of age on 31st January 2010. 
6. To qualify for any category of Membership, no applicant should have had their membership refused by any angling 
     club/body or have had any monies refunded from same unless it was at the members request because of long term illness.
