General Water Rules … All Brasside Waters:


* All nets/sacks to be dipped in the bins provided before commencement of fishing. Please wash and thoroughly dry all nets after every session, preferably left to dry in the open when ever possible. Please also use the trays for nets boots/footwear. Fish are expensive to replace.
* No live baiting allowed on any of the Brasside waters. Only sea fish and commercially prepared dead’ baits’ allowed.
* No open fires, (only gas stoves etc) Swimming, wading or boating is prohibited at all times.
* Any angler found to be under the influence of alcohol or/and drugs will be asked to leave. (Our insurers do not cover and other anglers could be put at risk)
* Please remove and take home all litter from your swim. Any litter found will be as assumed to be yours whether it is or not. The Club does not provide litter bins.
* Please report catches/ individual large fish taken either by telephone, e-mail or letter The Club management committee NEED to know what is being caught, and from which water.
* Only D.C.A.C. Members their guests and exchange Permit holders are allowed at Brasside. Please ask any angler without a valid permit to leave the area immediately. Any Member knowingly allowing unauthorised persons to remain will be subject to disciplinary action.
* Disabled Pegs: (when constructed) If a non Disabled Member is occupying a designated disabled they should vacate that peg if a disabled member wishes to use that peg.
* No Guest permits will be issued to fish from 5-00 PM Friday’s to 8-00 AM Monday’s
* Please use the official D.C.A.C. access gate and car park. D.C.A.C. accept no responsibility for any loss or injury suffered by any Member, or guest of a member
* Night Fishing allowed ONLY on the Specimen west water. (see Rule: 2. Juniors/Specimen water)
* Under no circumstances should the combination number of the access gate be given to non members. Please ensure the gate is locked at all times and that the combination number is scrambled.
* Any member/angler found to be illegally introducing fish to any D.C.A.C. waters will have their membership/Permit withdrawn immediately and may face prosecution. New fines can now be imposed of up to £50,000, waters drained and cost paid.

* All other ‘common sense’ rules to apply. Behave responsibly and respect other anglers using the waters. Do not damage trees or bushes and do not interfere with the wildlife
West (Specimen) water

Please note: This water is open all year for fishing except at periods when it be deemed not to be in the interests of the fish stocks or for any maintenance work to be carried out.

1. Park only in the area indicated on the map
2. Exchange Book holders are not allowed on the water after the last hour before sunset or before 8-00 am.* 
3. Do not wander onto any adjoining land or property
4. The use of bent hooks rigs is forbidden. All hooks larger than size 12 shall be barbed/micro-barb. Barbless hooks not to be used when fished with heavy leads and/or with a bolt rig 
5. No more than three rods may be used at any on time on the West specimen water; one of these rods to be fished in the margins. When fishing, anglers must be in attendance at all times. All rods to be fished within the confines of one swim.

When the water becomes busy one of the two rods fished out in the main body of water must be taken out of use. i.e. two rods only, one being  fished in the margins.
6. All anglers targeting specimen fish are required to be in possession of adequate tackle, including unhooking mats and landing nets. If any such fish is taken unintentionally, specialist anglers’ at hand are expected to assist in the unhooking and advise on the general welfare of these fish.
7. All pike caught of less than 2.3kgs(5lb) may be removed from the water at the anglers discretion and humanely dispatched. 
8. Guest Permits are not available for fishing Brasside Ponds at weekends i.e. Guest Permits can not be used for Brasside between 5-00 pm Friday and 8-00 am on a Monday. Guest Permits are normally valid for 24 hours from the time inserted except for the above times.
9. All dehydrated and seed baits (i.e. dog biscuits etc, hemp and other seeds) must be pre soaked/boiled before using.
10.Bait boats may be used but please be considerate of other anglers. The use of any other type of water craft is prohibited.
11.When erecting bivvies, the bankside should not be dug out to accommodate same.
12. Junior members are not allowed to fish after sunset unless accompanied by a Senior member, parent or guardian
The following applies to anglers who are specifically fishing for pike on any of the Brasside waters 
Wire traces must always be used and must not be less than 15 inches in length. In addition, when fishing dead baits, treble hooks larger than size 8 must not be used and trebles must not be used that have more than one barb per hook. Traces and main line must not be less than 12 lb breaking strain. 

The season for fishing for pike will be from the 1st of October to the 30th of April the following year inclusive of these dates. 

No fishing for pike from 1st May - 30th September.
East Lake, Backwater and Canal Water:


1. No bivvies or night fishing allowed under any circumstances. i.e fishing allowed                                                                                  only between one hour before sunrise/one hour after sunset

2. Only one rod/pole per angler allowed.
3. No boilie's allowed.
4. All hooks to be barbless.
5. No bolt rigs. (as in the accepted carp style ‘bolt rig’
6. If keepnets are used they are to be the ‘carp friendly’ type. (single large fish to be sacked only for a minimal time)
7. All nets (landing and keep) to be to Angling Foundation standards.
8. Under no circumstances should there be any movement of fish between waters  within the complex without authorisation by the Committee/ a Club Official.
9. Anglers to fish from designated pegs
